PAPER GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS.

TEXT PREPARATION 

The papers for the proceedings will be required for September 6.

Manuscripts must be submitted in digital (diskettes) and hard-copy forms. 

It is essential that the digital and hard-copy forms are identical to each other. Titles should be the same as that used in your presentation.  Manuscript length: Your paper should not be any longer than 6 pages (including illustrations and references). This is approximately 800 words per page. 

FORMAT:  

Page Format: A4 size (8.27 ins x 11.7 ins, 21.00 x 29.7 cm).Left/right and top/bottom margins: 0.75ins  / 1.9 cm.

Type-styles and fonts: Use Times New Roman, Times Roman or Times.  If none of these are available on your word processor, please use the fonts closest in appearance to Times New Roman.  Please do not use “ALL CAPITALS” or underlining. 

Biographical Information: 10-point single-spaced. 100-150 words, which can be can also used by the Chair of the session to introduce you. You should save it separated from your paper, in other file. This will also appear in the “List of Contributors” in the proceedings.

Main Title: 16-point bold, upper and lower case. Please centre.  Do not use ALL CAPITALS.

Author’s Name (s): 12-point bold, upper and lower case. Please centre.

Affiliation(s): Place below each author(s) name, italics, not bold. Please centre.

E-mail, Web-address(es): 12-point.  Please centre. 

Follow the author’s information by two (2) blank lines before the abstract. 

The word Abstract: 12-point italics, Flush left. 

The 100 word abstract should be in italic 10 point.  Follow the abstract by three (3) blank lines before the main text. Main/Body Text:  10-point single-spaced. Do not double space after a period: use a single space instead. Use a hard return at the end of paragraphs only. Use upper and lower case correctly, i.e., at the start of a sentence and for proper names and acronyms only; Do not use tabs (except in tables and charts).Text should be left justified.

All paragraphs should be followed by one (1) blank line, with no indentation. 

Headings: Use no more than three levels of headers. 

First-order headings should be 12-point bold, flush left, with two blank lines before, and one (1) blank line after. This first level is the title of your paper. 

Second-order headings should be 10-point bold, flush left, preceded by one (1)blank line. This second level refers to your major topics. 

Third-order headings should be 10-point italics, flush left, preceded by one(1) blank line and refers to your subtopics. 

Figure and Table captions: 10-point bold. For example: Figure 1. Database contexts. Table 1. Input data.

Figure captions should be below the figure, separated by one (1) blank line.

Table titles should be above the table, separated by one (1) blank line.

Column headings in tables should be in italics.

Page numbering: Do not automatically paginate your pages.

Footnotes: Do not use footnotes.  Include necessary side observations in the text (within parentheses, if you prefer, as in this sentence).

References: References should be listed at the end of the manuscript and in alphabetical order (not numbered) with respect to first author´s last name in 9-point Times, single-spaced type.  Journal and Conference proceedings titles should not be abbreviated.  The following forms should be used: 

For journal references: Wiegand, P., Stiell, B. (1997). “Children´s Relief Maps of Model Landscapes.”  British Educational Research Journal, 23(2), page-page.

For book reference: Robinson, A. H., Sale, R. D., Morrison, J. L., and Muehrcke, Ph. C. (1985). Elements of Cartography. John Wiley & Sons, New York.

For edited book references: Rosenhead, J. (Ed.) (1990).  Rational Analysis for a Problematic World.  JohnWiley and Sons, London.

For “in a book” reference: Smith, S. A., and Butler, K. R. (1994) Applications of Operations Research in Health Care Delivery. In S. M. Pollock (Ed.). Operations Research and the Public Sector.  North-Holland, Amsterdam. 

Web sites references should be given as <http://artsci-ccwin.concordia.ca/geog/ica-ccwg.html >

References cited in the text should be in square brackets, in the form [Valdmanis, 1995].  

Separate multiple citations by semi-colons, such as [Charnes and Smith, 1980; Cahill, 1993].  Where there are three or more authors, abbreviate as follows  [Anderson et al., 1999]. 

COMPATIBLE ELECTRONIC FILE FORMATS

Text/main Manuscript Formats: Microsoft Word is preferred. 

Graphics:The proceedings will be made as a black and white printed material. Submit figures (illustrations, figures, tables, graphics, maps, etc) in both: camera-ready hard copy and digital files separate from the manuscript. If for some reason we are unable to translate your disc files, we will then have the alternative of using the camera-ready artwork.  It is therefore important that graphics be included in the hard copy text in a form suitable for reproduction, i.e., not hand drawn. Submit black and white glossy photographs, as we are unable to print in colour. However, if we the opportunity to print at least some pages in colour, you may wish to supply both black and white and colour version of graphics.  Any colour version of graphics must be in .jpg or .tif format. Identify each graphic or figure.  Label it with the caption or description of each illustration accompanied by a credit line (source of the graphic and permission to reproduce when necessary). Number figures and tables separately but consecutively (e.g., Figure 1, 2, etc; Table 1,2, etc.).In the hard copy of the paper, indicate the location for each table, figure and graphic.  We will attempt to insert all graphics into their appropriate location, rather than gathering them at the end of the paper.  However, if this is not possible, we may have to resort of the easier positioning method. As far as possible, avoid unusual symbols embedded in text as difficulties may arise when attempting to insert them. 

Diskettes. Floppy discs should be high-density 3.5 format. Please tell us the platform, software package and version. Label the diskettes (Bp 2000) with your full name, the file name and indicate the file format and whether it is a Dos or Mac disc (we work in Dos, this is the preferred format for us). If you have more than one diskette, for example three diskettes, please indicate as 1 of 2 , 2/2 , 3/3 etc.

File names should be your name e.g., JREYES.doc, JREYES-fig1bw. (Figure 1 black and white) JREYES- fig1col  (Figure 1 colour). Please provide one copy single-spaced with the locations of the graphics indicated in the text. Please provide one copy double-spaced. Number manually the pages at the bottom centre of each page consecutively.
